LEGISLATIVE AFFAIRS  
In the wake of the January 19th special election in Massachusetts, which will 

send Republican Senator-elect Scott Brown to Washington D.C., negotiations to 

reconcile differences between the health system reform bills passed by the U.S. 

House of Representatives and the U.S. Senate have been put on hold.  The loss 

of the Senateôs 60-seat Democratic majority and firm Republican opposition to 

both bills means that congressional leaders must reassess both their goals and strategy to successfully 

enact health system reforms.   

 

The AMA is watching this situation carefully every step of the way.  Congress and the White House are 

trying to figure out their next move and have made no decisions.  They are finding that more and more 

Americans are not in favor of the present bills.  

 

The AMA has joined with the AARP and Military Officers Association of American (MOAA) to ask Congress 

to permanently repeal the current Medicare physician payment formula, and replace it with one that re-

flects the cost of providing care to Medicare and Tricare patients (military retirees).  They are urging the 

Senate to permanently fix the Medicare physician payment problems before seniors, military families and 

baby boomers face a limited choice of physicians and limited access to care.  They are campaigning to 

repeal the current sustainable growth rate (SGR) formula to avert a 21% physician payment cut sched-

uled to take effect March 1st.  These three organizations make a very powerful alliance.
